Dear parent / guardian,

In accordance with state regulations, the following information is distributed to students in grades 6-11 who will be students in grades 7-12 next school year.

Southeastern currently partners with Ohio University Chillicothe and Shawnee State University to offer College Credit Plus (CCP) / Dual Credit programs at no cost to students.

At present, the CCP program through OUC allows eligible students to complete college-level courses at OUC for both college and high school credit. OUC offers a variety of courses for CCP students. Please see me and/or review the OUC course catalog for more information. 

At present, the Dual Credit program through Shawnee State allows students to complete certain courses on the Southeastern campus for both college and high school credit. Currently, the only courses with this option are Advanced Math and Calculus, though we are always looking to expand our course availability. Please note that any student enrolled in any of these courses who has not been accepted into the program will not earn college credit. 

General criteria for fall 2019 participation:

1) Attendance at a CCP “Counseling Session”: Typically this will be paired with a recommended CCP “Information Session” (or “College Credit Plus Night”). The next session will be March 12 at 6:00 PM at OUC’s Bennett Hall 110. If you are unable to attend this session, please contact me to make individual arrangements before April 1.

2) Submission of the Letter of Intent to me by April 1: An application that indicates an intention to participate is due to me by April 1. Application forms are available in my office.

3) Submission of a Shawnee State application to me by no later than April 12 or an OUC application to me by no later than May 1: I will need to finalize all applications and applications must be postmarked by these dates, so it is strongly recommended that students submit applications before these deadlines. Application forms are available in my office.

4) Achievement of minimum ACT scores or “Accuplacer” scores: If students have not yet taken the ACT, they may choose to take the Accuplacer test. Minimum scores on either test ensure that applicants are prepared for college-level work. Shawnee State requires testing to be done prior to application, whereas OUC requires students to apply before taking the Accuplacer. Please see me for information on minimum scores, scheduling an Accuplacer test, etc.
